No change in the prices or substance of thender/bid
shall be sought, offered, or permitted, except to confirm the correction of arithmetic
errors discovered by the Purchaser in the Evaluation of the bids, in accordance with
Evaluation of the tenders, in accordance with I'B Clause 30.

29. Responsiveness of Tenders/Bids

29.2 A substantially responsivetender/bid is one that conforms to all
the terms, conditions, and specifications of theTender/bid Documents without
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material deviation, reservation, or omission. A material deviation, reservation, or
omission isone that:

(a) affect in any substantial way the scope , quality ,or
performance of the Goods and Related Services specified in the Contract ;or

(b) limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the
Tender/ Bid Documents, the Purchaser’s right
Contract ;or

(c) if rectified would unfairly affect the competitive position of
other tenderers presenting substantially responsive tenders.

29.3 If a tender is not substantially responsive to theTender/bid
Documents, it shall be rejected by the Purchaser and may not subsequently be made
responsive by the tenderer/bidder by correction of the material deviation,
reservation, or omission.

30. Nonconformities, Errors, and Omissions
